Consider these questions and detail your responses in your journal.

1. Which Area of Interaction interests me the most?

2. What is my topic/field of interest (narrow it down as much as possible)?

3. What goals do I want to achieve? What are my intentions?

4. Which Areas of Interaction are specifically addressed by my project?

5. What is the project question that I want to pursue?

6. What do I think might be the answer to my question? In other words, what is my hypothesis or thesis statement?

7. What do I have to do to find out if this hypothesis is correct?

8. How much time do I expect to spend on these things?

a) To analyse them?

b) To present my analysis?

9. What do I expect of my supervisor when we meet?

10. Have I set realistic deadlines for each phase?


Make an outline of your Personal Project.

Ensure that you have a clear focus on an Area of Interaction. Discuss this outline with the Personal Project Supervisor.

Write the outline in your journal. Fill in the Personal Project Topic Notification

Form and hand it in to The Personal Project Coordinator.
